All Your Need, Not Greed

Proverbs 30:8 and 9:

:9  Lest I be full, and deny thee, and say, Who is the LORD? or lest I be poor, and steal, and take the name of my God in vain.

It Pays To Work Hard

Proverbs 10:4 and 5:

:4  He becometh poor that dealeth with a slack hand: but the hand of the diligent maketh rich.

The soul of the sluggard desireth, and hath nothing: but the soul of the diligent shall be made fat.

Good Stewardship
Proverbs 24:30-34:

:30  I went by the field of the slothful, and by the vineyard of the man void of understanding;

:31  And, lo, it was all grown over with thorns, and nettles had covered the face thereof, and the stone wall thereof was broken down.

:32  Then I saw, and considered it well: I looked upon it, and received instruction.

:33  Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep:

:34  So shall thy poverty come as one that travelleth; and thy want as an armed man.

Luke 16:10 and 11:

:10  He that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in much: and he that is unjust in the least is unjust also in much.

:11  If therefore ye have not been faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who will commit to your trust the true riches?
1)  Acknowledge God as your source of our supply!  Humble yourself under His hand.

1) Pray each day to God, ask Him to “give us this day our daily bread.”

2)  A budget gives us guidelines that enable us to live within our means; we start by cutting out wasteful spending;

3)  Good stewardship -- Save money – some ways are to control the temperature in our homes;; buy quality items on sale, not cheap items that do not last.

4) Pray for our belongings (bless and give thanks for auto, home, clothing, food).

5) Speak with others who have found ways to be good stewards, and make lists of how to take care of things properly.

6) Confess the Word, don’t “Neg-out.”

Set air to 80;  Coupons/flyers;  Less Auto trips, plan out;  Plan meals;  Write out grocery lists, only buy what’s on list;
Skip the dainties;  Don’t eat out;  Date Night at home;  Shop Insurance – home, auto, health, life;  Shop Phone plans

Keep the correct tire pressure and do regular oil change in your vehicle;  Take sack lunch to school and/or work;
Clean out – yard sale, give away (give and receive) throw away;  Hand wash dishes;  Turn Water Heater temp. down;
Check windows for air leaks;  Open windows at night; etc.
Partnership With God -- Honoring The Lord

Proverbs 3:9-10:

:9  Honour the LORD with thy substance, and with the firstfruits of all thine increase:

:10  So shall thy barns be filled with plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine.

Proverbs 11:24-25:

:24  There is that scattereth, and yet increaseth; and there is that withholdeth more than is meet, but it tendeth to poverty.

:25  The liberal soul shall be made fat: and he that watereth shall be watered also himself.
II Corinthians 9:8-10:

:8  And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work:

:9  (As it is written, He hath dispersed abroad; he hath given to the poor: his righteousness remaineth for ever.

:10  Now he that ministereth seed to the sower both minister bread for your food, and multiply your seed sown, and increase the fruits of your righteousness;)

Positive Confession
Working out the solutions begins with trusting God and moving along with peace.  It won’t be of any profit to get stressed about it.  And confessing the negatives won’t help either.

Proverbs 18:20-21:

20:  A man's belly shall be satisfied with the fruit of his mouth and with the increase of his lips shall he be filled.

21:  Death and life are in the power of the tongue and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof.
